"But, given the technical nature of the
item, and the awesome disposable incomes
in Silicon Valley, I wouldn't be surprised to
see two stock option-rich geeks bid the
price up to astronomical levels," said Owen
Linzmayer, author of Apple Confidential, a
history of AppleOnly 200 Apple Is were
built, and they are a hot commodity on the
vintage computer market.

"It's the first Apple I built and sold by
Apple," claims auctioneer Risley Sams,
who will open the bidding on Tuesday 29
June at 11 a.m. "We offered it to Steve

Sams said the machine comes with documentation
proving its authenticity, including two checks from
the buyer written in July and August 1976. One
check was for the machine and the other for
software, Sams said.

Also included is the original manual, an 8-page text
document with a couple of fold-out

schematics, and a warranty on the back page.

Sams said the machine is being sold by a relative o:
the original owner, who was persuaded by the
auction house to put it up for sale. He declined to
provide any more details, to protect the anonymity
of the seller, although he said the owner's name may
be gleaned during the public showing of the lots on
Sunday 27 and Monday 28 June.

The machine is being sold with two other lots: An
Apple prototype called the GLM, a machine Sams
said preceded the Macintosh, and a LISA, another
precursor of the Macintosh, which is expected to go
for about $2,000.

The La Salle Gallery expects the GLM to sell for
between $4,000 and $6,000. Linzmayer said he had
never heard of it.

Sams said La Salle will accept online absentee bids
up to a half-hour before the sale. He said inquiries
should be sent to info@lasallegallery.com or
lasalleart@aol.com.

Although it was not the earliest personal
computer, the Apple I launched Apple and is
widely considered the touchstone of the personal
computer revolution.

According to Linzmayer, the first Apple I was
probably sold to a member of the Homebrew
Computer Club, a monthly gathering of early
computer hobbyists.

The Apple Is, assembled by hand in the garage of
Jobs' parents by the company's two founders, were
barely more than motherboards, Linzmayer said.
Customers had to add their own case and keyboard,
and wire the machine directly to the guts of a
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monitor, which in those days lacked video
inputs.

Customers programmed the machine
themselves. A tape drive for storing programs
was available as an option.

The Apple I was originally priced at $666.66,
which got the company into trouble with
Christian fundamentalists, Linzmayer said.
The first major order, of 50 machines, was
placed by Paul Terrell, owner of the Byte
Shop, a store for electronics hobbyists in Palo
Alto, California.

Sellam Ismail, producer of the annual Vintage
Computer Festival, said Apple Is are probably
the most sought-after antique PCs on the
market and rarely go on sale.

Ismail said a friend of his bought an Apple |
for $2,000 in cash at last year's festival.

As for the La Salle sale, he said, "There's a
decent chance someone will pay $40,000 for it.

Is it worth that? I don't know. They're highly
sought after, of course. I want one."

Ismail said that, to his knowledge, no personal
computer had been sold for as much as

$40,000. The last confirmed sale of an Apple |
was about 18 months ago for $12,500, he said.

Ismail said interest in collecting old computers
has risen dramatically in the last few years.
Like all collectibles, it's driven largely by doses
of nostalgia. Though forgery is rare, he
predicted phonies will start to appear in
response to rising prices.

Other desirable vintage personal computers
include the Altair 8800, the machine that

launched Bill Gates' programming career; its
clone, Micro Instrumentation Tolementary

Systems' IMSAI, featured in the movie War
Games; and the Osborne I.

Few Buyers
for Aged Apples

Of the dozen or sopeople gathered at
Tuesday's auction of vintage
computers at La Salle Gallery, there
seemed to be an even split between
reporters and potential bidders.

Of the five lots of vintage
computers, only one was sold: an
early Apple I, originally billed as the
first Apple made and sold by the
fledgling company.

The machine was bought by
Captain Owen O'Mahoney, a retired
officer of the British Royal Air
Force, who bid by telephone. La
Salle was hoping to get US$40,000
but got only half that: Captain
O'Mahoney's bid -- the one and only
bid made on any of the computers --
was $18,000.

"He was delighted," said Jack Sacks,
an auction employee who handled
O'Mahoney's bid. "He couldn't
believe he got it so cheap. He was
very keen to get it. [ was authorized
to go up to $25,000."

For $18,000, O'Mahoney got a pre-
serial number Apple I, sold to
Charles and Edythe Ricketts in 1976
for $600, according to La Salle's
brochure. Steve Jobs made the sale in
his parents' garage in Los Altos,
California, the brochure said.

"This is a new type of antique,"
said auctioneer Risley Sands at the
end of the sale. "These things have
increased greatly in value in the last
25 years, but are truly speculative.
We're disappointed on the one hand
but heartened by all the interest."
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
